Nations. I am therefore appea-
ling again to the Governments
of all States Members of the
Organization or members of
specialized agencies to respond
promptly and generously with
voluntary contributions to pro-
vide the modest financial sup-
port that UNICYP requires in
order to carry on its important
function”.
